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STATEMENT OF INTEREST

The American Coalition for Fathers and Children, Children’s and Parent’s Rights
Association, Parents and Children for Equality, and Childs Best Interest, were founded to help
insure children meaningful and continuing contact with both parents and extended t:amily,
regardless of the parents' marital status. Current statutory law and practices provide almost

unlimited discretion to state courts regarding non-intact families, and this often results in

children not being raised by both parents. 3

To promote children’s best interests, statutes must be examined for adherence to
constitutional law. Parental rights are indisputably fundamental. This class of rights has special

requirements such as a compelling state interest must be shown, and any infringements must be

tailored as narrowly as possible.

These constitutional principles are not present in Ohio statutes, rules, and practices,
and thus tesult in outcomes where children with bonded relationships with their fit parents, are
actually kept apart from one or both of them by judicial orders, in opposition to the child’s best

interests.

ARGUMENT

The history and traditions of our country are that parents are autonomous from government
control unless they aban;ion their responsibilities, or are unfit. This is for the benefit of children,
not parents. It derives from a recognition of the affection and inherent motivation fit parents
have to provide the best for their children; and from the knowledge they gain about what is best

for them from their close interaction.
